This contract represents our affirmation of our concern for the well being of the total community.  We sign this, to ensure the safety of all, to care for the facility we will share, and to make our time together most meaningful. 
In addition to our general concern for our community, we agree specifically to:
Respect everyone on the trip 
Listen to our chaperones
Not complain
Attend all activities on the trip
Observe scheduled curfew by being in rooms, quiet, and not disturbing others
Never enter a room of someone of the other gender
Not bring weapons, illegal substances, explosives, fireworks, alcohol, tobacco products, or dangerous materials
Respect the person, equipment, and property of others
Use language, behavior, and attitudes that are consistent with our faith
Only use cell phones at designated times
Abide by the nightly lights out and quiet times
As part of the dress code, we will wear t-shirts (not tank tops or cut offs).  We will not wear midriff shirts, strapless shirts, or short shorts.  We understand that this dress code is in effect both in free time and on the work site.  We understand that if appropriate clothing is not brought on the trip, then appropriate clothing will be provided or must be obtained at my expense.
Represent Shepherd of the Hills with honor. 
In addition to our time spent on the Trip itself, the following are rules/guidelines that need to be met outside of the Trip or my participation in the Mission Trip will not be granted:
Work at all group fundraisers before and after the trip.
Work in the coffee shop before/after the trip at least one time.
Attend social events/meetings before and after the trip.
Make a commitment to be somewhere and show up!  I am being counted on by the leaders and also by my peers. If I do not show, they are the ones who need to stay longer in my place.  
Show the leaders and core team members that you have earned the right to participate in this mission trip.  This will be shown by:
· Regular attendance and active participation at Lifeteen
· Respect to all at Lifeteen – teens, Core members and guests
· Serving others beyond any service hour requirements and mission trips… we are holding you to a higher standard!
 
If these things don’t happen here at our own parish, should we let you represent our parish on a mission in Louisiana?
This contract is made between each person and the whole group.  I understand that if I break the contract and the brokenness cannot be reconciled, I may not be allowed to attend the trip or may be sent home at my own expense.
